Saturday, December 6, a group of sixteen members from the 
CNPS-SLO Chapter drove south to Santa Barbara County to 
visit the 782-acre Arroyo Hondo Preserve, along the Gaviota 

coast, north of 
Santa Barbara. 
The tour was 
lead by John 
Warner, one of 
two Preserve 
Managers. John 
also happens to 
be a California 
native plant 
nurseryman.
With plant lists in hand, the group walked up the canyon along a trail near a 
boulder lined creek with alder, bay and sycamore trees and crossed the 
creek several times on wooden planks on the way to a hillside clearing with 
a beautiful views of the Pacific Ocean and sandstone formations of the 
Santa Ynez Range. The day was comfortably warm with soft clouds and 
blue sky. The tour concluded at the Ortega Adobe that provided the perfect 
setting for lunch and the end of a great day.
There have been many improvements at the preserve that include extensive 
plantings of California native plants. Past work, work in progress and plans 

for the future were explained to the group. 
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Participants enjoyed learning about plants 
native to that area, such as Santa Barbara 
honeysuckle, Lonicera subspicata as well as 
Sugar bush, Rhus ovate and lemonade berry, 
Rhus integrifolia and their hybrids.
